Early Implementers of Health and Wellbeing Boards 
Twelve local authorities across the South East have signed up to join a network of early implementers of Health and Wellbeing Boards. The Boards are intended to remove divisions between the NHS and local authorities and to give communities a greater say in the services providing care for local people. The 12 early implementers will create “shadow” health and wellbeing boards in their local council, which will bring together commissioners of services across the NHS, public health, social care and children’s services, elected representatives and Local Health Watch to plan the right services for their area. http://healthandcare.dh.gov.uk/maphwb/ has an interactive map of the early implementers - our authority is Hampshire County Council. Local authorities will take on responsibility for public health from April 2013, when around £4bn of funding will transfer to them from the NHS.

Hampshire Family Information Directory 
The Family Information Directory (FID) has recently undergone several changes due to the removal of the national DirectGov childcare and family services search. The FID will now provide information exclusively from Hampshire, along with a number of other improvements including: an enhanced search facility providing a better service for residents; search results provided within a defined area; a “Shopping Basket” feature; links to Ofsted reports for childcare and early years providers. Joint Strategic Needs Assessment 
JSNA are described as a systematic method for reviewing the health and well-being needs of a population to identify 'the big picture' of the health and wellbeing needs and inequalities of that population. The JSNA guidance is supported by a core data set which includes key needs and service requirements. The JSNA pulls together a wide range of information about the current and future health and well-being needs of the local population. During 2010 the JSNA was revised by Hampshire County Council and Hampshire PCT. While providing an update on the current and future health and wellbeing needs identified of the Hampshire population, it is not intended to provide a comprehensive assessment of the needs for every service area. Charitable Incorporated Organisation 
The Charity Commission has published the first part of its guidance for anyone interested in setting up a Charitable Incorporated Organisation (CIO), the new legal structure that was introduced in the Charities Act 2006. The CIO is primarily an attempt to reduce administration for charitable organisations. It is an incorporated from of charity which is not a company, and organisations that become CIOs only need to register with the Charity Commission and not Companies House. It can enter into contracts and its trustees will normally have limited or no liability for its debts. Several changes have been made to the CIO regulations since the Charity Commission and Cabinet Office consulted on the first draft two years ago. The Commission says that one of the most significant changes is that there is now no provision for a CIO or the Charity Commission to keep a register of charges – such as mortgages – over CIO property. This brings it into line with the Scottish CIO structure, though the Commission admits it may discourage larger charities with significant assets from converting to the legal form. The regulator expects the CIO will be most suitable for small to medium-sized charities that employ staff of enter into contracts. The guidance outlines the benefits and rules of CIOs, how to register, what’s involved in running one, and reporting requirements. It also sets out how a CIO is different from an unincorporated charity. More guidance will be added over the next few months as the implementation of the form gets closer. The regulations which will enable CIOs to be introduced have not yet been debated by Parliament and the Office for Civil Society is still to publish a timetable for implementation. Alongside the guidance, the regulator is also publishing two model constitutions for creating a CIO to allow charities, their advisers and other to decide if the structure is right for them. The two model constitutions are a foundation model, for charities whose only voting members will be the charity trustees, and the association model, for organisations that have voting members. Institute for Community Organising 
Locality is planning to set up an Institute for Community Organising as part of the £15m community organisers programme it is running on behalf of the Government. The institute formed part of the government’s brief for the programme and will be expected to take over the role of programme lead by April 2015. The institute will not be owned by Locality or hosted by an academic institution, but would be a mutual owned by organisers themselves. Jess Steele who is managing the programme said the approach Locality had chosen for the programme would see the organisers “hosted”, that is, recruited and supported, by local community groups. “Those organisers will seek no specific outcomes except grassroots, ground-up development of powerful communities taking effective action”. Locality will shortly be seeking up to 200 partner organisations to act as hosts for the organisers. “We’ve started off with a set of kick-starters, who we identified before putting our bid in, but we will be looking for 100 to 200 hosts around the country. These hosts are not employers for the organisers, they are a learning base, providing a learning environment for the organisers to work from. April Legislation Update 
The Government announced in their Budget proposals (Plan for Growth) to limit the introduction of new employment regulations on smaller businesses with less than 10 employees. We will have to wait and see how/what this means in practice but in the meantime some of the planned April changes are not happening or have been delayed. At time of press these are: 
· The anticipated Bribery Act WILL NOT be introduced this April. There would seem to be a problem in the drafting of the very complex guidance documents which have to be published at least 3 months prior to any planned introduction. As these have not yet been published (and with no likelihood of anything in the near future, this Act‟s introduction has been delayed rather than postponed). 
· Time to Train Extension; the planned April extension of an employee’s right to request time off to undertake training (for employers with less than 250 employees) has been postponed pending an impact assessment. 
· The dual/combined discrimination (section 14) element of the Equality Act WILL NOT come force and the persistent harassment by third parties (section 40) element will be subject to further review as Government believes it to be “unworkable”. 
· The public sector equality duties (section 159) of the Equality Act has been postponed until July 2011 pending review 

Draft Guidance on Disability under New Equality Act 
To assist employers in determining what considerations to make concerning whether someone is disabled or not and what could be reasonable adjustment; the Government has published their draft guidance document. The guide was presented to Parliament in February and will come into effect as of 1st May 2011. The guide can be downloaded from http://odi.dwp.gov.uk/docs/law/ea/ea-draft-guide.pdf 

Extension of Age Discrimination to the Provision of Services 
At present the Equality Act, although it protects employees and workers from age discrimination, it does not protect individuals when there is a provision of goods, services, facilities and public functions. Government is currently consulting over their proposals to introduce new legislation that would offer this increased protection as from April 2012. Groups who differentiate any of their services on basis of age will need to read the proposals carefully. Health and Safety Made Simple
